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Geysir
Geysir er án efa langþekktasti goshver 
heims, enda er nafn hans notað sem 
heiti á hverum í ensku. Til eru heim-
ildir um Geysi allt frá 13 öld, en gos-
virkni hans hefur verið mismunandi 
í gegnum tíðina og breytist gjarnan 
við jarðskjálfta. Þegar Geysir var virk-
astur voru gosin allt að 60-80 m há. Á 
Geysisssvæðinu er fjöldi mismunandi 
hvera, sá vinsælasti er Strokkur sem 
gýs á 5-10 mín fresti árið um kring allt 
að 30 metra háum strókum af vatni 
og gufu. Einnig eru þar hverirnir Sódi, 
Smiður, Fata, Óþerrishola, Litli Geysir, 
Litli Strokkur, Konunghver og Blesi sem 
er fallega blár. Haukadalur er skemmti-
legt útivistarsvæði allt árið um kring.

According to geological studies, the 
formation of the Great Geyser goes 
back to the final period of the ice age. 
Doubtless the best-known geyser in 
the world, Geysir has lent its name 
to the English language in order to 
christen the phenomenon of the 
periodically spouting hot spring. Hi-
storical sources back to the 13th cent-
ury mention Geysir, whose activity 
has varied through time and often 

changes as a result of earthquakes. 
When Geysir was at its most active, its 
eruptions spouted scalding geother-
mal water streams some 60 – 80 m 
into the air. 
Strokkur, another famous geyser loca-
ted nearby, gives a performance every 
few minutes, shooting a tower of wa-
ter and steam 30 meters into the air.
And there are other attractions for ex-
ample Blesi a hot spring with water 
the color of turquoise delights the 
senses. 
Other geysers in the area are Sódi 
(the sod), Smiður (the carpenter), 
Fata (the bucket), Óþerrishola (the 
non-draught-hole, or the rainmaker), 
Litli Geysir (the small Geysir) and Litli 
Strokkur (the little Strokkur). 
In the earthquakes 17th and 21st 
June 2000 great changes could be 
seen in the thermal area. 
The hot spring Konungshver (the 
king’s hot spring) and Blesi (the blazer) 
started to boil vigorously, up to 0,5-1 
m. Óþerrishola and Fata also started 
to erupt. How nature will form the 
future of the Geyser, Strokkur and the 
other thermal wonders is unknown.

Gullfoss (The Golden Waterfalls)
Gullfoss er fallegur allt árið um kring og mjög breytilegur eftir árstíðum. Gull-
foss er í raun tveir fossar, efri fossinn er 11 metrar og neðri fossinn 20 metrar. 
Sigríður Tómasdóttir var fædd í Brattholti 1871, bærinn var þá afskekktur en 
þangað komu þó gjarnan ferðamenn. Sigríður fylgdi of ferðamönnum að foss-
inum og lagði ásamt systrum sínum fyrsta stíginn að fossinum. Þegar menn 
fóru að sækjast eftir yfirráðum fallvatna til virkjanaframkvæmda um aldamótin 
1900 háði Sigríður harða baráttu gegn því að Gullfoss yrði virkjaður.

Gullfoss is actually two separate waterfalls, the upper one with a drop of 11 
meters and the lower 21 meters. For thousands of years the river has followed 
its coarse delighting tourists with beauty and power. 
Sigridur Tómasdóttir the farmer’s daughter in Brattholt by Gullfoss was born 
1871. She often accompanied visitors to Gullfoss, many of whom had traveled 
great distances to catch sight of it. At the turn of the 19th century efforts beg-
an to acquire the rights to waterfalls in Iceland for industrial and hydroelectric 
purposes, often by agents for foreign enterprises. When Gullfoss came into 
the possession of such agents Sigridur, rose up to fight against several of the 
most powerful men in Iceland.
